On April 19, 2018, ISG, Inc. received bids and assisted in the opening of bids for the Rice County Solid Waste Transfer 
Building project in Dundas. Six general contractor bids were received, with base bids ranging from $1,079,000.00 to 
$1,721,685.00. In addition to the base bid, this project also included an alternate option to remove the truck scale at 
the lower truck pit. Alternate bid deducts ranged from $61,500.00 to $79,000.00. 
 
ISG has reviewed the received bids and finds the base bid, submitted by Met-Con Construction, Inc., acceptable in the 
amount of $1,079,000.00, along with the alternate bid deduct of $64,500.00. 
 
Met-Con Construction, Inc. has previous experience performing this type of work, and we feel they are fully capable 
of completing the project per the plans and specifications. I have spoken with the contractor, and they are prepared 
to accept the contract for the bid amount. 
 
ISG recommends that you award the contract to Met-Con Construction, Inc. for a total base bid of $1,079,000.00. 
The County may also choose to accept the alternate bid deduct in the amount of $64,500.00 reducing the total 
contract amount to $1,014,500.00.
